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Chapter 1: Introduction to Elbow Primer Workout

Hey, this is Rick Kaselj from ExercisesForlnjuries.com and FixMyElbowPain.com.

What I'm going to go through in this program is the Elbow Primer Workout. If you've
gotten one of my other programs, you probably know that I like a Primer Workout more
than just a warm-up. | find a warm-up is just moving the joints and increasing your
cardiovascular, your heart rate, getting the blood moving within your circulatory system.

What | find works better when it comes to injury prevention, injury recovery, and
preparing all those small stabilizing muscles to the workout that you're going to move
into, is doing a Primer Workout.

With the Primer Workout, we're taking the body through full ranges of motion, especially
the area that we want to work on for that day, or the area that is injured or has been
injured in the past. For example, we’re going to work on the elbow, but we're also going
to work all around the elbow and areas that can end up having an effect on that elbow.

We want to do a wide variety of ranges of motion and movements within those joints, in
order to activate the brain and make it aware of the different types of movements that
we're going to go through in the workout.

Along with moving the joint, we're lubricating the joint, we're loosening up the joint, and
we're also lubricating that joint through large ranges of motions. What ends up
happening is, prior to working out, if you're just sitting or sitting in a car, the joints stiffen
up and they don’t have as much range of motion. So in the Primer Workout, we can
loosen things up.

Often, if you're sitting for a long period of time, the stabilizing muscles get turned off.
The stabilizing muscles help protect the joint. We're going to work on waking up those
stabilizing muscles.

Also, we want to start to move some blood in the muscles around that joint. I'll talk more
about it when we go through the Primer Workout and do the 7 exercises for the Elbow
Primer Workout.

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Chapter 2: The Elbow Primer Workout Instruction

1. Arm Curl

With the Arm Curl, we want to go through full flexion of the arm, and full extension of the
arm. Go through flexion in the shoulder, flexion in the elbow, flexion in the wrist, flexion
in the hands, and then we're going into extension. Extending the hands, extending the
wrists, extending the elbows, extending the shoulders.

So we’re working through the full ranges of motion in those joints and lubricating those
joints, which is important.

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2. Wrist Rotations

The key when it comes to Wrist Rotations is to make sure you go through different
ranges of motion. Do little circles and big circles. Go through 10 one way, and 10 the
other way. It'll be 10 clockwise, and 10 counter clockwise.

With the first exercise, arm circles, | mainly work on the forward and back, playing with
the wrist. Now we're working in the rotation plane of the wrist.

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3. Arm Cross

With the third exercise, Arm Cross, arms are out in front, and you bring the arms across,
and back. Just as we did with the Arm Curl, now with the Arm Cross, we're working on
different planes of movements in that wrist, shoulder, and elbow. We’re working on
horizontal flexion, horizontal extension in the shoulder, we're working on a flexion
extension in the elbow, but then we're also working on radial and ulnar deviation of the
wrist. It's the wrist moving to the radial deviation, so to the side, and ulnar deviation. So
working on another movement when it comes to the wrist.

Because with the elbow, the elbow is so connected to that wrist, we want to loosen up
the wrist, get good lubrication and movement happening in the wrist, we want to work
on full range of motion to stretch out the wrist, and then we also want to activate those
muscles that end up stabilizing things.

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4. Arms Over Head

Go all the way up as far as you can, to straight above, and then come back down. We're
loosening up and really targeting those shoulders. Coming as high as you can, and
back down. We're loosening up the shoulders, working on waking up the scapular
muscles, the scapular stabilizing muscles, which help protect the shoulder, and then
bringing the arms back about 30 degrees, and then coming back up.

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5. Open Close Hands

You're not gripping really hard, it's just a loose open and closing, really trying to move
through the thumb, fingers, palm, opening and closing, and smooth controlled
movement. Just like the other ones, we do 10 repetitions.

6. Push Up With Bar Grip

For the sixth and seventh exercises, we're starting to put some load through and waking
up those stabilizing muscles and the muscles that we're going to be working on. We're

10
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going to grab the bar and we're going to go through Push Up With Bar Grip and an
Inverted Row.

So the Push Up With A Bar Grip, you're going to do push-ups with the bar, and it can be
in a squat rack. It's going through that push-up movement. | like with a bar grip, because
it keeps that wrist in neutral, it's not extended back, and also the bar grip activates all
those muscles that we're going to work on, but not overloading them.

Going through the push-up movement, I like the elbow moving 30 degrees from the
body or 45, but with the push-up movements, we wake up a lot of those scapular
muscles, and going through that push-up movement, we start waking all those muscles
around the shoulder joint.

Go through 10 of those, and then we move into the seventh and last exercise of the
Elbow Primer Workout, which is the Inverted Row.

11
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7. Inverted Row

With the bar, get that bar grip, which keeps that wrist in neutral. Grab the bar, so we

work on isometric strength of the wrist, activating those forearm muscles, getting them
ready for the workout.

We're working on that pulling movement, so working on those mid-back scapular
muscles, which is what we want to do. And just like the other one, go through 10
repetitions.
